Paul E. Harris organized the first Rotary Club in Chicago in 1905.  This club met in rotation at the offices of the members, thus the name Rotary.  There are now almost 30,000 Rotary clubs with a total Rotary membership of over 2 million men and women.  As a Rotarian, you will be a member of the Rotary Club of Denver Cherry Creek, which in turn is a member of Rotary International.  Our club is in District 5450, which is comprised of 57 clubs and 3000 Rotarians (as of June 30, 2006).

· Attendance percentages are calculated for the six-month periods ending December 31 and June 30.
