Rotary International Site:
Q. How do I access member information on the RI site?  

A. First, go to www.rotary.org. Then, you need to enter the District number which is 5450 and the Club number which is 25051 along with your personal member number.  

Q. What is my personal member number?  

A. In order to keep track of the 1.2 million Rotarians throughout the world, each member has a number that is associated with their district and club number.  If you don't remember your personal member number, you can get it from our Club's secretary.

Q. How do I access the Members Section of the website?

A. Go to www.cherrycreekrotary.org, click on the navigation “button” in the upper right of the page that reads “Members Section”. Once that is clicked, you will be prompted to type in a Username (rotary) and the Password (dccr).
